Melinda Miles, Co-Director of the Quixote Center 
will give an ill ustrated talk on  

“Reforestation in Haiti: An Upward Spiral.”  
 

The Gros Morne reforestation 
project in northwestern Haiti  was started 
in response to an erosion crisis. Today, 
the Father Jean Marie Vincent Memorial 
Forest is growing tall with 180,000 trees, 
in stark contrast to the denuded 
mountains surrounding it. The main 
streets of the vill age of Gros Morne are 
now lined with seedlings, protected by 
neighborhood committees, and a food 
security program, inspired by the 
Kenyan Green Belt movement, is 
allowing landless families to grow 
vegetables to feed themselves. 
     Since 1999, Melinda Miles has 
coordinated the Haiti Reborn program of 
the Quixote Center, which supports the 
Gros Morne reforestation project.  In 
February she will make her twentieth 
visit to Haiti .  During the 2000 elections 
she led a group of independent 

international election observers.  She 
now leads the Let Haiti Live campaign, a 
coaliti on that celebrated a major victory 
in July 2003, when the Inter-American 
Development Bank released 
humanitarian aid to Haiti , despite a U.S. 
embargo. 

 
The Haitian menu will be prepared 
by Melinda’s partner, Joe Duplan, 
a Haitian chef, with help from 
DOERS volunteers. 
 

A large display and 10 booths 
will educate attendees about 
ways we can lessen our own 
contr ibution to deforestation 
wor ldwide and suppor t 
reforestation effor ts. 

 
All profits from the dinner will go to support the Gros Morne Reforestation Project.  Our contributions 
will help to pay for a crew of temporary workers to manually remove weeds which are threatening to 
strangle the young trees.  Any extra will be used to grant bonuses to the 45 forestry workers, who make 
about $6.25 a week.
